} Boy Scout or Cub Scout Shirt (Must wear during Travel)
} 2 pair loose fitting wool or polar fleece pants 

} wind pants 

} 3 t-shirts 

} 2 large, loose fitting wool shirts or sweaters or 2-3 sweatshirts (large) 

} several pairs of wool or polypropylene socks 

} 3 or more pair of long underwear 

} warm coat with hood 

} many pairs of mittens with liners & gloves, bring extra 
} 2 stocking caps 

} face mask and scarf 

} tall snow boots – MUST HAVE REMOVEABLE LINERS – extra liners if possible 

} large baggy outer shell layer such as rain suit or wind suit or snowmobile suit 

} tennis shoes or moccasins (for wearing in the dining hall ONLY)

} liner bag or thin blanket 

} 2 different sized sleeping bags with stuff sack for sleeping bags
